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This will be my final "Rabbi's 
Perspective" as Senior Rabbi of 
United Hebrew Congregation. 
Understandably, this is a time of 
reflection for me. To say that I feel 
myself to be very fortunate to have 
been a rabbi of this historic and 
very special congregation is an 
understatement.  

 
I first came to United Hebrew as Assistant Rabbi in 1971 
to begin my rabbinate.  For a total of 30 years (1971-75, 
1985-2011), I have been privileged to share in the 
milestones in your lives and, with great satisfaction, watch 
our congregation strengthen its heritage as a welcoming 
community of prayer, study and assembly.  I am grateful to 
you for your patience, understanding and encouragement. I 
value your friendship. I am always proud to speak of 
United Hebrew with my colleagues because of who we 
are and what our congregation has accomplished. 
 
I will continue my UH journey, but beginning July 1, in a 
very different capacity, as Rabbi Emeritus, a title that I 
value and will try to honor. Rabbi Rosenberg will be my, 
and your, Senior Rabbi.  My chief responsibility will be to 
facilitate a successful transition to her leadership of 
United Hebrew. We are fortunate that Rabbi Rosenberg 
has accepted our congregation’s invitation to lead us 
forward. 
 
About a year ago, at a meeting of the St. Louis Rabbinical 
Association, a few long-serving senior rabbis were asked 
to speak about our greatest satisfactions in the rabbinate. 
While I certainly spoke of relationships, teaching, 
lifecycle sharing and counseling, I focused on the great 
satisfaction I derive from watching Rabbi Rosenberg's 
accomplishments and growth as a rabbi. I spoke of her 
intellect, great creativity and compassion, as well as her 
pulpit, teaching and leadership skills and her involvement 
in communal affairs.  She is responsible for a great deal of 
the progress that UH has made in recent years.  
 
I congratulate my rabbi, Rabbi Rosenberg, on her election 
as Senior Rabbi, but most of all, I congratulate our 
Rabbinic Search Committee and our Board of Trustees for 
their wisdom in electing Rabbi Rosenberg as Senior Rabbi 
of United Hebrew. I ask you to do, as it will be my honor 
to do: give your complete support to your next Senior 
Rabbi.  

 Rabbinic Perspective 

It can be best summed up with our 
departure from Lambert Airport 
after I had accepted the offer to    
become the second cantor in United 
Hebrew Congregation’s history.  As 
Heidi, Lauren, Lindsay and I are 
about to enter the jet way, Lindsay 
breaks from Heidi’s hand and runs 
back out of the jet way door and 
gives Rabbi Kaplansky a “last hug” before boarding the 
plane back to Milwaukee.  At that time the hug was around 
the middle of his leg.  Today, Lindsay sees the Rabbi in a 
more face to face situation with every Shabbat hug. 
 
Heidi and I had never seen either of our children emote so 
emphatically to a person whom they just met.  This was 
and is the persona that Rabbi Kaplansky projects with   
every step in the synagogue and in the community.  A  
disarming, modest and approachable person who, at first 
meeting, reminds one of a cousin rather than member of 
the clergy team.  Isn’t that the way it’s supposed to be?  
 
I am not going to wax eulogistic here.  To fete such a     
person with such a distinguished tenure, one can fall into 
that trap and evoke the obvious reaction “wait, he’s still 
here.”  Rabbi Kaplansky is stepping over a threshold into 
the next office of his rabbinate.  Though the extension 
“Emeritus” will appear on our masthead, his title remains 
Rabbi.  Yes the long description will be Rabbi Emeritus, 
but how many doctors and professors are still referred to 
as “Doctor” well after their seated offices have closed?  “A 
rose by any other name…” is called to mind here and yes 
his tenure here has been sweet.  I have no doubt that his 
presence in our congregation will remain as sweet as that 
first time in 1971.

Rabbi Jacob serves as Rabbi Emeritus of Pittsburgh’s Rodef Shalom 
Congregation, western Pennsylvania’s largest and oldest synagogue, 
where Rabbi Kaplansky served as Associate Rabbi from 1975-1977.  
His forefathers were rabbis for fifteen generations in Central Europe 
and the United States. 
 

A few of Rabbi Jacob’s many accomplishments include establishing the 
Freehof Institute of Progressive Halakah, serving as President of the 
Institute for Progressive Jewish Law and Ethics, and serving as 
chaplain in the U.S. Air Force.  Dr. Jacob is founder and president of 
Abraham Geiger College, Germany’s first post-war Jewish Seminary, 
founded in 1999.  In 2008, UH donated one of it’s Torah Scrolls to 
them which was carried overseas and personally delivered by Rabbi 
Kaplansky and UH members, Fred and Eva Ashner.
