As the invitations 
for dinners, galas, brunches, and of 
course invites for photos arrive at 
my home, I have been inundated 
with memories.  Memories of my

consecration, my bat mitzvah, on my confirmation retreat, 
the rabbi who sent me a telegram of congratulations on 
the morning of my ordination, and the rabbi who 
officiated at Lee’s and my wedding.  There are so many 
memories.  Though I am no longer a member of my 
childhood congregation, my guess is that for those who 
are still members of the congregation, like my own 
family, this is a bittersweet time – one in which there is 
excitement for the celebration but along with that 
excitement is anticipation and uncertainty about the 
transition to come.   
 
I find it interesting that as I think about returning “home” 
to celebrate, that here at home in St. Louis we, too, are in 
the midst of the same type of celebration and transition.  
The transition to a new rabbi is never an easy one, at least 
emotionally.  Our relationship with our rabbi(s) and cantor(s) 
is often very personal as said clergy have held our hands 
and journeyed with us throughout our lives.  Therefore, in 
many ways the transition of clergy can feel like a loss and 
we may be left with feelings of uncertainty and perhaps 
are left with a lot of questions.  Will this new rabbi be the 
same?  What if I don’t really know the new rabbi, how 
will she help me?  How will she understand my family 
and our needs?  How will our congregation change?  Will 
it feel different? 
 
As the “new” rabbi transitioning in, I recognize that this 
transition is a very big one in the life of our congregation.  
We have not had very many senior rabbi transitions in the 
history of our United Hebrew Congregation and therefore 
when it happens every 25 or so years it is a big deal.  I am 
honored and thrilled to be following in the footsteps of 
Rabbi Thurman, Rabbi Grollman, and Rabbi Kaplansky.  I 
am honored to have sat with and learned from Rabbi 
Grollman and words cannot explain how much I have 
cherished the years of learning and mentorship working 
with Rabbi Kaplansky.  I have learned a great deal from 
him and have the greatest respect for him and those who 
came before him.  As such, I look forward to him 
remaining an active part of our congregation and to him 
still being here to hold hands and walk with you, when 
needed. 

Transition is defined as a passage from one state to 
another, a change.  But it is also defined as a movement, a 
development, or an evolution to a new stage.  Our 
transition is not just one of a change in rabbinic 
leadership.  As we have seen, our Jewish community is 
changing not only demographically but in its entirety.  
The way we utilize and look at our synagogues is much 
different than our parents’ and grandparents’ generations.  
In order for United Hebrew to remain the vibrant, musical, 
warm, historic congregation that it is we must make sure 
that as we transition from one leader to the next we are 
also evolving, developing, and moving in new directions.   
This will help us to ensure that we are the congregation of 
the future, the congregation in St. Louis that offers a 
relevant and meaningful Jewish experience to its 
congregants, the congregation that is a bayit, a home, a 
comfortable home for all the members of our 
congregational family. 
 
Transition is never easy.  Transition does not happen 
overnight.  And transition does not only happen because 
of the work of a few people.  Transition will happen but it 
will only be successful if we all work together to make it 
so.  My family and I came here seven years ago because 
we were drawn to the warmth and vibrancy of United 
Hebrew.  UH has become our home and we have enjoyed 
the many wonderful relationships that we have formed 
over the past years.  We look forward to maintaining those 
relationships and developing and strengthening new ones 
within our United Hebrew family.   
 
My office is always open.  I am a phone call or an e-mail 
away.  I am here for each of you, to listen, to hold hands, 
to walk with you on each of your journeys.   
 
As we celebrate Rabbi Kaplansky and the light that he has 
brought to our UH family, and as we prepare for the 
transition that lies ahead, may we all continue to journey 
forward together, not only tending the flame of our 
vibrant UH family, but also creating new sparks!  May we 
journey together in strength and be strengthened by one 
another!

For the last twenty-two years, Cindy 
and I have had the same 
conversation on Sunday evenings.

So why do we need to allocate so much time 
to meetings in these two areas?  To achieve our vision, of

The financial 
groups continue to help set priorities for this vision for 
staffing, for our schools and youth activities and for all of 
our programs.

We’ve talked a lot recently about 
declining enrollment and budget deficits – so what will we 
look like?  It is easy to be pessimistic.  Did you attend 
Friday night services a few weeks ago on April 8?  
Amazing.  It was just about standing room only as United 
Hebrew hosted over 170 youth groupers from the NFTY-
Missouri Valley region for the spring conclave.  With our 
clergy, the youth groupers wrote the service and well over 
twenty kids participated in a very beautiful service.  The 
closing song was unforgettable!  Were you there to 
experience the energy and excitement of our youth? 
 
Recently, on my way out of the building from a meeting, 
several of us were talking in the parking lot (the way most 

 meetings end) and the parking lot in front of the youth 
lounge was full.  In fact, every time I leave a meeting the 
parking lot in front of the youth lounge is full.  Why is 
that?  It is because of all of the youth group activities.  So 
many kids hanging out at UH – Kids from UH, kids not 
from UH, kids enrolled in our religious school and kids 
not enrolled in our religious school – it is a great variety 
and a great mix of kids.  Have you seen the parking lot on 
a Wednesday evening and have you experienced the 
energy and excitement of our youth?

Rabbi Lane Steinger was born and raised in St. Louis, 
Missouri. He earned his bachelor’s degree with honors at 
Washington and Lee University in Lexington, Virginia, 
and a Master’s of Arts in Hebrew Letters and Rabbinic 
Ordination from the Hebrew Union College-Jewish      
Institute of Religion, Cincinnati, Ohio. In 1998, he was 
awarded the Doctor of Divinity honoris causa from HUC-JIR. 
 

Rabbi Steinger previously served congregations in     
Pennsylvania and Michigan. From 1996-2009, he was Re-
gional Director of the Midwest Council, Union for Reform 
Judaism. Since 2009, he has been the spiritual leader of 
Shir Hadash Reconstructionist Community of St. Louis. 
 

Rabbi Steinger is a Past President of the St. Louis       
Rabbinical Association, and has served on many boards 
and committees, including the Missouri-Southern Illinois 
Advisory Board of the Anti-Defamation League and the 
Jewish Advisory Council of Pathways Community      
Hospice. He also has written numerous articles and     
essays, and has been Scholar-in-Residence and visiting 
lecturer at several Reform and Conservative synagogues 
around the country.

The Humane Society even gave us a t-shirt for each participant 
from their “Bark In The Park” day last year.  People signed up slowly – we had 17 doubles teams the day before the tour-
nament.  However, we had 14 additional teams walk up and pay at the door!  My sister and mom took care of the raffle 
tickets and attendance prizes while my dad and I made sure everything was running smoothly. 
 
In the end, my tournament raised $682.36 for The Humane Society of Missouri and I am pretty sure everyone had a good 
time.

Leo Diamant: To me it was important to choose an     
organization for my mitzvah project that pays tribute to 
real heroes.  Not celebrities or athletes, but the men and 
women who risk their lives every day to help keep us safe. 
 
As an ongoing project I collect money for BACKSTOP-
PERS by placing cans in stores, retrieving them and deliv-
ering the money to the organization. BACKSTOPPERS is 
an organization that helps the families of police officers 
and firefighters who have made the Ultimate Sacrifice for 
our safety.  BACKSTOPPERS helps pay the hero’s     
family’s mortgage, taxes and insurance, provides the   
family’s health and dental coverage, supports educational 
assistance and helps young people attend college.   
 
BACKSTOPPERS also honors police officers and fire-
fighters who have given their lives for the safety of our 
local communities with The Officer Down Memorial 
Page, a non-profit organization dedicated to honoring 
America’s fallen law enforcement heroes.  More than 
17,000 officers have made the ultimate sacrifice in the 
U.S. and it is with honor that they pay a lasting tribute to 
each of these officers by preserving their memories within 
its pages.  Firefighters, as well, are honored through the 
National Fallen Firefighters Foundation, created by the 
United States Congress to lead a nationwide effort to    
remember America’s fallen firefighters.  

 
Jacob Nettles: For my mitz-
vah project I helped at the   
Jewish Food Pantry.  It meant a 
lot to me because it made me 
realize how fortunate I am to 
have plenty of food while oth-
ers are hungry and don’t have 
enough to feed their families.

After I had them all rounded up, I put 
them into trash bags and brought them to the Humane   
Society to be used as flooring for cages and blankets for 
animals.
