Shabbat is the PRIME TIME Jewish experience --sidume
way that the weekend is the prime time experiencerost
Americans. Unlike any other Jewish holiday, itusoveekly,
52 times a year. And according to the latest Matidewish
Population Study, Shabbat observance is THE beseprer
of Jewish life and identity. As the great Ziortghker Ahad
Ha'Am said: "More than the Jews have kept Shaliizd,
Shabbat kept the Jews."

Shabbat is a gift of time and of space - a timeetavith family,
to share in ritual, and of course to share meéilss also a
time to be in community, a time to reflect on God an life,
and time to be reinvigorated through prayer, comnitpuand
connection.

If you let yourself experience the beautguf worship
services and the beauty of being together in contgnuith
our congregational family, you will feel it, baiso recognize
that it might take more than one service or moes thne
Shabbat to feel truly comfortable.

BAR OR BAT MITZVAH?

The term Bar or Bat Mitzvah (literally, "son or ddnier of
the commandment”) is a title given to all Jews hirag their
13th birthday to signify that they are now prepatedake
personal responsibility for their own religious ianos
and moral behavior through performing
(commandments). It is equivalent to reaching te @t legal
majority. No ritual is necessary to establish Hietus.
