ñKum leichéò are the first words of 

the second sentence of the Book of 

Jonah.  ñGet up and goéò reminds 

me of the beautiful sermon delivered 

by Pastor Callahan at last yearôs   

Martin Luther King Shabbat Service.  

Pastor Callahan exhorted us to ñGet 

up and get going!ò  It does us no 

good to remain complacent and wait 

for something to happen.  When we stand on the sidelines 

and observe, all that happens is that our lives pass with 

little meaning; and then weôre gone ï leaving little behind.  

Is that the Jewish spirit?  Not in my Jewish world.  We 

have been at an intersection, in our congregation, for over 

a year and many have been active in helping us move forward.  

I have been thrilled with the path that we have chosen thus 

far and have no reason to fear a deviance from our current 

journey.  My one concern is that, as we study the Book of 

Jonah on the afternoon of Yom Kippur, we are able to 

place its many metaphors into their proper contexts.  

There is a process by which Jewish people study the sacred 

texts and without at least a basic grasp of that process, 

many concepts brought to us by the TANACH are either 

mistaken or missed entirely.  I hope that you will take   

advantage of the study session offered by our Adult Biblical 

Hebrew class on the afternoon of Yom Kippur.  After the 

second morning service and about an hour before the   

Mincha ï afternoon service and Yizkor our Amateurs of 

the Great Assembly will give you an overview of the 

Book of Jonah, display illustrations showing the locations 

of the sites described in the story and explore the concept 

of ñKum Leichéò as it is found throughout the story.  As 

you study with our session leaders you get an idea of the 

process of discovery and unraveling of the hidden messages 

of our texts.  You may be able to read other sacred texts 

through a different lens from that time forward. 

 

Several new musical settings will be a part of our services 

as well.  With new voices mixed with our familiar musicians 

we will all be able to ñLift our eyes to the hillsò (Psalm 121) 

together. 

 

Our Yom Kippur study session and musical experiences 

are just a few of the opportunities for growth and forward 

looking during our High Holy Days season.  From Selichot 

to Simchat Torah you will be able to commemorate and 

celebrate this season in our lives and help us get up and 

move forward with strength and purpose.

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From Learning to Living 
On Sunday, September 11, 2011 the nation will be       

commemorating the ten year anniversary of 9/11, but as the 

first Sunday after Labor Day, it is also the day to recognize 

our grandparents.  While many of us may consider  National 

Grandparentôs Day to be yet another feat of the greeting 

card industry, it actually was the brainchild of a West Virginia 

homemaker and mother of 15, who in 1970 began a campaign 

to establish a day to honor grandparents.  Her efforts took 

time, but were successful.    In 1978, by federal proclamation, 

Grandparentôs Day was established by congress and signed 

by President Jimmy Carter.  The first Grandparentôs Day 

was celebrated on Sunday, September 9, 1979. 

An excerpt of the proclamation reads: 
ñGrandparents are our continuing tie to the near-past, to 

the events and beliefs and experiences that so strongly 

affect our lives and the world around us.  Whether they 

are our own or surrogate grandparents who fill some of 

the gaps in our mobile society, our senior generation also 

provides our society a link to our national heritage and 

traditions.ò 

As children, and now as adults, our grandparents are beloved 

to us and our families.  So many of us, when we think back 

to family holiday celebrations or even the ordinary visits, 

we think of our grandparents and great-grandparents.  We 

think of the hugs they gave, food they made, the jokes they 

told, and how much they enlivened the experience for us.  

When we try to create the holiday experience ourselves 

(whether because we could not get together physically or 

because they have passed away), how often do we try to 

ñmake it just like Bubbe or Zayde would have?ò  We know 

how much they enrich(ed) our lives and we hope we let 

them know how much we appreciate their presence in our 

lives (present or past). 
 

It is exactly that image of our own grandparents that we 

should reflect upon.  For many, we connect the lives of our 

grandparents with ñliving Jewishly.ò  So many holiday      

celebrations are built around them that we cannot disassociate 

our ñJewish experiencesò from ñfamily experiencesò.  Of 

course, family relationships were different then ï miles did 

not always separate us and family issues may not have created 

as many barriers.  Yet, when we ask ourselves what       

experiences we do want for our children and grandchildren, 

one might say it would be the same as we may have had   

(or if it was challenging, perhaps we hope for better).  As 

grandparents (for those of you who fall into this category ï 

whether actual or surrogate), it may be difficult to see 

yourself in the same role that your grandparents once 

served, but that is a part of the cycle of our lives.  For your 

grandchildren, you are that person they look to and the   

person whom they will emulate as they prepare for their 

holiday celebrations in the future.   

At United Hebrew Congregation, we 

are hoping to provide you with more 

and more opportunities to engage 

ñJewishlyò with your grandchildren.  

Your presence is always welcome at 

our ñKidòdush Club monthly Shabbat 

experiences (the 3rd Friday of most 

months and a couple Saturday   

mornings) and our ñLight Up     

Shabbatò/Family service (the 1st of most months).  The 

Multi-generational Services for the High Holy Days were 

designed with the entire family in mind.  Congregational 

dinners, special programs, and holiday festivities at UH can 

be all the more special for your grandchildren if you join 

them or even if you go with them for an evening without 

ñmom or dad.ò  Help them to take part in mitzvah projects 

within the synagogue or within the community and share 

with them how important it is to try to make a difference in 

this world. 
 

Additionally, the example of Jewish life you set for them 

may just be the one they look to for guidance in their own 

lives.  When they discuss going to religious school (which 

begins on Grandparentôs Day this year), share with them 

what you learned at an adult education offering.

The program is supervised by Allison Collins, a UH faculty member, and 

is staffed by adults and teen assistants.  Children in 4th grade and above are invited to join their parents in the main 

service, while children 6 months to 3rd grade are encouraged to participate in these programs. 

 

6 Months ï 2 years old:

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What are the òDays of Awe?ó 
Rosh Hashanah is the first of the High Holy Days, and begins a ten day 
period of soul-searching that concludes with Yom Kippur. Tradition tells 
us that on Rosh Hashanah the names of the righteous are inscribed in the 
Book of Life, guaranteeing another year of life. For those who are not 
entirely good, judgment is suspended until Yom Kippur, the Day of 
Atonement. At that time, our good works and acts of repentance during 
those ten days will help us gain forgiveness. Synagogue services give us 
time to reflect and resolve for our sins between humanity and God, but 
prayer and meditation are not sufficient to wipe the slate clean. The only way 
to expunge sins committed against other people is by sincerely apologizing 
and asking for forgiveness. 
 

What do the words Rosh Hashanah mean? 
Rosh Hashanah is Hebrew for ñheadò or ñbeginning of the year.ò In the 
Torah, we read, ñIn the seventh month, on the first day of the month, 
there shall be a sacred assembly, a cessation from work, a day of     
commemoration proclaimed by the sound of the Shofar.ò Therefore, we 
celebrate Rosh Hashanah on the first day of Tishrei, the seventh month 
of the Jewish calendar. The number assigned to the Jewish year changes 
on Rosh Hashanah based on ancient rabbinic reckoning of when the 
world was created. 
 

Why is the New Year in the fall? And why do we start the New Year 
in the seventh month? 
Our ancestors had several dates in the calendar marking the beginning of 
important seasons of the year. Originally, the first month of the Hebrew 
calendar was Nisan, in the spring. But the first of Tishrei, in the fall, was 
the beginning of the economic year, when the old harvest year ended 
and the new one began. Around the month of Tishrei, the first rains came 
in the land of Israel, and the soil was plowed for the winter grain.      
Eventually, the first of Tishrei became not only the beginning of the    
economic year, but the beginning of the spiritual year as well. 
 

What is done in the home for Rosh Hashanah? 
The focus of home celebration is the evening meal served at the start of 
Rosh Hashanah. Rosh Hashanah menus vary among Jewish subcultures 
and from household to household, but two customs are pervasive: using 
a round challah (with or without raisins) as a symbol of the cycle of the 
year, and starting Rosh Hashanah with apples dipped in honey as a 
harbinger of a sweet year. 
 

What happens in the synagogue for Rosh Hashanah? 
Rosh Hashanah is primarily a liturgical or synagogue holiday with a few 
core elements including the blowing of a shofar.  Rosh Hashanah prayers 
sound the themes of judgment and repentance, and the recurrent image 
of God as a parent-ruler is given voice in one of the most memorable 
prayers and melodies of all the Jewish holidays, Avinu Malkeinu, ñOur 
Father, our King.ò During the morning service on Rosh Hashanah, the 
Torah reading from Genesis 22 is always a focal point and contains the 
test of Abrahamôs faith, when he is asked to sacrifice his son, Isaac. This 
story is referred to as ñthe binding of Isaac,ò or the Akedah.  
 

Why do the rabbis and cantors wear white on Yom Kippur; why do 
we cover the Torah scrolls with white covers? 
It is customary to wear white on the holiday, which symbolizes purity and 
calls to mind the promise that our sins shall be made as white as snow 
(Isaiah 1:18). Traditionally, Jews are buried in plain white garments. 
Wearing white on Yom Kippur reminds us of our mortality. Some wear 

sneakers or other rubber-soled shoes out of deference to the ancient 
practice of avoiding leather shoes, which were a symbol of luxury. 
 

What happens in the home for Yom Kippur? 
Although this is probably the least home-based of all holidays, it begins 
and ends with a family meal. On this day devoted to reflection and    
repentance, healthy adults fast from all food and drink from sunset to 
sunset.  On the Erev Yom Kippur, unlike other festival dinners, candle 
lighting takes place after the meal, marking the official start of Yom Kippur 
and the fast. After eating and before lighting the festival candles, it is 
traditional to light a candle in memory of family members who have died. 
Special yahrzeit (ñyearôs-timeò) candles are available in our gift shop and 
in some supermarkets. These candles are lit without formal blessing, 
though some people say a silent prayer. Yom Kippur ends with a light 
meal to break the fast. This repast has no formal rituals or ceremony 
apart from the blessing over bread, Hamotzi. Food prepared in advance 
is usually set out, buffet style, while family and friends discuss the relative 
difficulty of their fasts and the content of their rabbisô sermons. It is a mitzvah 
to invite to your table anyone who might have nowhere else to break the fast. 
Many families contribute both money and canned goods to help feed the 
hungry by participating in our High Holy Day food drive. 
 

What is the Jewish definition of sin? 
In Judaism, the word ñsinò has different connotations than it does in our 
wider culture. ñSinò in Judaism is generally not something for which a 
person will be punished in the afterlife, but is rather an improper act for 
which one can ask forgivenessðnot just of God, but of other human 
beings as well. 
 

Why are the confessions done in the plural? 
The communal confession is called the Vidui. It contains a litany of   
human sins, and the entire congregation recites it collectively and in the 
plural, emphasizing communal responsibility for sins.  
 

What is Kol Nidre? 
Services begin with the haunting melody of Kol Nidre, the opening prayer 
and also the name of the evening service. Kol Nidre is an Aramaic     
declaration that nullifies all the vows and promises that each person will 
make to God and to him/herself in the coming year, an acknowledgment of 
the weakness of human resolution. 
 

What happens at synagogue Yom Kippur day?  
Yom Kippur services run throughout most of the day: Shacharit, the 
morning service, includes a Torah reading from Deuteronomy 29:9-
30:20, which ends with the lines ñI have put before you this day life and 
death, blessing and curse. Choose life.ò The morning Haftarah reading is 
Isaiahôs passionate sermon demanding justice and decrying religious   
hypocrisy. Musaf, the ñadditionalò afternoon service that follows Shacharit, 
includes recitation of the martyrology, which begins with a list of the      
murders of Talmudic sages by the Romans, and describes other        
persecutions culminating with the Nazi Holocaust.  
 

Why is the Book of Jonah read on Yom Kippur? 
The Book of Jonah was selected for the haftarah reading for the Mincha 
(afternoon) service on Yom Kippur because God is represented there as 
the God of all nations. The Book of Jonah also addresses itself to another 
High Holy Days theme: that a person can abandon oneôs evil ways,  
accept responsibility for oneôs own actions, and return to God.
