From the Hebrew word Chaver meaning friend or fellowship.

A chavurah is a small group of UH members who gather to
learn, socialize, and enjoy Jewish life together. Different
Chavurot meet once a month (or more) in members’ homes,
at the synagogue, or at other chosen places such as a museum
or restaurant. Many Chavurah members form lasting bonds
with UH and fellow UH members by creating a smaller
community.

WHAT DOES A CHAVURAH DO?

Each Chavurah decides on its own blend of Jewish engage-
ment through programs of study, observance of holidays and
festivals, socializing and sharing of simchas. The focus of
your Chavurah is limited only to your imagination! Chavurah
members determine the type of activities it wants.
